NB. When reading the story, think of a name for the boy and use this when reading.
This will support the understanding of using a capital letter for a person’s name.

Discuss what has happened. Why has the penguin knocked on the door? What will the
boy do? Discuss the image that has been seen in session 1 to support predictions (boy
waving goodbye).

How is the penguin feeling? How will he feel away from his family? Create a list of
words to describe how he might be feeling e.g. sad, lonely, afraid, lost.

What would the penguin be saying to the boy? Teacher and TA to model getting in role
as the boy and the penguin. Model simple sentences, using some of the words from
the list e.g. f am lost. | am upset. | can help you. What would they say to each other?
In pairs pupils to have a go at getting in role as the characters.

Have a simple sentence cut up on large paper/card with individual words on each bit of
card... | have lost my family.

Read each word and together put the sentence back correctly so that it makes sense.
What would we expect to see at the beginning? End? What should we leave between
each word? Stick this up to refer to. Discuss the tricky words ‘have’ and ‘my’. Begin
collecting tricky words and have them available for pupils to refer to when writing.

Co-construct simple sentences together about what the characters might say. Support
pupils to hold the sentence and then write it, thinking about having a capital letter (the
personal pronoun 1), finger spaces and a full stop.

Pupils construct their own sentences. Then write some up in speech bubbles.
Greater depth: Use the film clip to add to information already written.

e.g. Freddie was happy to help the penguin.

At the end of the session, watch the Lost and Found animated film up to 3mins 25
seconds (outside the Lost and Found office).

Read the next page at the Lost and Found office. Focus on the image.
What is the man doing? What is he checking? What could be on the page that he is
reading?

Open an email/letter from the man in the office explaining that there has been a
mishap (see resources).

Play the matching game (see resources). Choose animals which link to the phonics
pupils have previously been taught so that they have a chance to apply this.

Explain that some of the labels have gone missing entirely. Model how to use sound
buttons to read back through and check for missing sounds. Phoneme frames may be
appropriate for pupils who are missing sounds in words.

Add a lost and found office role play to the classroom. Add in labels and toy animals.

At the end of the session, watch the film clip at the Lost and Found office. Any new

animals in this clip? What have we learned about the characters? What was on the
page that the man was reading ?

Teacher in role as the man at the office holding his important book. In the book is an
example of his animal inventory. Recap on what information is in this important book:
Let me explain my book to you some more... In this book | have information about
each of the animals that are lost and need to be found. After the muddle that went

on with the mixed-up animals, | need to make sure that my book is better organised
so that it doesn’t happen again.

Ask the pupils to consider what is needed in the book.

If you were looking for an animal, what details would you need to have? Size,

colour, home, food, family, things they like to do.

You are going to help me to create a book of Lost and Found details.

I need this book for my special office (role play area). You need to be real experts and let
me know all about your animal. YOU ARE THE ANIMAL EXPERTS!

Explain that we need important name badges for this task. Have a badge with a made-
up name on. What do we notice? What’s special about the first letter? Names have
capital letters. Pupils to write their own label (they can make up a name but it must
have a capital letter).

Add some names with capital letters to the working wall and encourage children to add
to this when they spot names in other books. Write the initial letter in a different colour
so that the capital letter stands out.

Pupils work in groups on their tables where they will be given an image of an animal on
it. They are the experts for those animals. Discuss and write down all they know about
the animal under the given headings:

e Size

e Colour

¢ Things this animal likes to do

e Things this animal likes to eat

¢ Where this animal lives

This information will then be shared with the rest of the class. Model how to add this to
the inventory. Atemplate could be used (see resources).

e
Pupils write about their own animal.
Greater depth: Use the group ideas to write a sentence about their animal.

Add a class inventory to the role play area with the inventory template modelled in
class.

Set pupils off to be ‘penguin detectives’ and find out the answers to our questions.
Have some non-fiction books, sheets and simple sentences for pupils to read (see
resources) and find the answers to our questions and learn more about penguins.

Come back together to share what pupils have found out about penguins. Discuss and
compose simple oral sentences to create our own facts about penguins.

e.g.

Penguins have fat to keep them warm.

Penguins have feathers to protect them.

Penguins have wings to trap heat.

Penguins like to keep warm.

Penguins eat fish.

Model writing one of the factual sentences, asking the pupils to support in holding the
sentence and discussing the writing process as you write. Focus on going back to the
beginning after writing each new word to ensure that no words are missed out in the
sentence and that you leave finger spaces. Discuss what else is needed in a sentence.
Add in capital letters and full stops.

Greater depth: Write further sentences about things penguins like to do and about
where they live. Use all of the information gathered so far.

Read up to... ‘They packed everything they would need’. Discuss what has happened so
far. What have they decided to do? Where are they going?
Retell the story so far.

Present a suitcase filled with items. Together empty the suitcase and write what is
inside. Link the objects to the phonics phases pupils are working on and focus on
segmenting each word. Refer to class sound charts for digraphs that have been taught.

If you were going to the South Pole, what do you think you would take? What would you
need? Refer to what we have learned about where penguins live in the last session.

Discuss orally what you would take and ask pupils to co-construct some items on
whiteboards to help you note these ideas down. Some pupils may need to use magnetic
boards and letters to make the items first (the joined magnetic letters for digraphs and
trigraphs are useful when doing this).
